Directions: Choose three activities to complete a tic-tac-toe line diagonally, vertically, or horizontally.  Follow the directions for each activity.  
The topics you may choose from are:
1) Atomic bomb
2) Japanese-American Internment
3) D-Day
You must use each of the topics once and you must use three different options below.  

	Write a poem (at least 10 lines) about one of the topics.  It could be an acrostic poem, an ABC poem, or any other kind of poem.


	Create a timeline of the major events for the topic.  You should use the textbook to help you with this.  As you read the text, make notes of how things unfolded… who did or said what and when did it happen.
	Write a monologue from the perspective of a person living at the time.  What was life like for them?  Good? Bad?  You should focus on the facts of the topic and then imagine you are that person… what would you say?

	Create a political cartoon for one of the topics… be sure to make it clear to the reader what message you are trying to convey.  It must have a picture and it could have a title, quotation, caption, or anything else you feel would make it understandable.
	Create a graphic organizer (web, chart, etc.) that gives an in-depth look at one of the topics.  It should include factual information.

	Create a play / song / rap about one of the topics.  Be sure to reference specific details about the topic when writing it.

	Create a 10 question quiz to test Mr. Lackey’s knowledge of one of the topics.  It can be multiple choice or short answer. An answer key must be provided along with the quiz.  Make sure you use Higher Order Thinking Skills!!!  


	Write an essay discussing the major ideas and impact of one of the topics.  It should contain some sort of analysis of the topic as well as factual information.
	Create and present five tableaus about one of the topics.  A tableau is a frozen pose that uses a body pose and a facial expression to express an idea.  You must provide a brief written description with each pose.
